Place high value on 
things family members do that might look or be different from the norm. Look together 
and see the unusual in things or relationships that others see only as ordinary.

God the Creator gave each person the gift of creativity. As you encourage that gift in 
your family, you’ll be delighted to watch each person grow and blossom, unleashing 
his or her God-given potential.
