Growing Together

Springtime often provides opportunities to explore nature. Purchase inexpensive magnifying
glasses or binoculars for each member of the family. Go on a nature walk together. Look for
tree buds and flowers poking through the ground. Search for bugs—ants, ladybugs, and
spiders. Count their legs; look at their homes.

When you get home, take out paper, crayons, and colored pencils. Draw pictures of the things
you saw. Using inkpads, help children press their thumbs in ink and then onto pieces of paper.
Encourage the children to create insects by drawing six or eight legs on each thumbprint. Then
draw tunnels around the “ants” and webs around the “spiders.” Thank God for the new life He
gives. Praise Him for Jesus, who died and came back to life.
