Growing Together

Your child’s fears, no matter how silly or small, are very, very real. As your child matures, the fears
may center on people and their actions more than anything else. Divorce, a teacher who “hollered
at me,” people with guns, bullies, or kids “making fun of me,” top the list of kids’ fears.

It is important that your child be allowed to freely express his or her emotions without judgment.
Empathy and an open, caring listener can help ease the pain of a person’s fears. As
with other emotions, fears become less of a problem for children as they gain
self-confidence, see their world as safe, and find that fear is normal and can

be dealt with. First John 4:18 reminds us that perfect love drives out fear.
Your child (and you) can be confident of God’s love and care. Together,
you can trust your deepest fears to Him.
